Course Description: This course is designed to present current health related knowledge and skills that will enable teachers to design and deliver culturally-sensitive, developmentally-appropriate, performance based instruction to elementary students so they may make health-promoting decisions. In addition to the primary focus on “best practices”, this course will provide an overview of coordinated school health programs and the relationship between these programs and academic achievement.
Materials Needed: Color pencils, Markers, Folder, Pen/Pencil. 
Classroom Materials needed: Hand Sanitizer, Facial Tissue.
Course Objectives:  At the conclusion of this course, students will be able to:

· Define health and relationships among dimensions of health (i.e., physical, emotional, social, mental/intellectual, and vocational).

· Justify the importance of comprehensive health education at the elementary level and describe the relationship between health and academic achievement.

· Discuss physical and psycho-social developmental changes that occur in elementary/middle school youth.

· Access and select valid, reliable, and credible web-based sources of health-related information.

· Investigate health risk behaviors among youth.

· Identify culturally-sensitive, developmentally-appropriate instructional strategies that reflect “best practices” in health education.

· Evaluate existing health education materials for essential elements of effective curricula;

· Design learning experiences that integrate key health concepts within reading/language arts, mathematics, social studies, science, and other subject areas.

· Articulate how components of a coordinated school health program can address critical health issues of elementary children and their families.

GRADING SYSTEM: In Health, students will receive a “P” for pass and “F” for Fail. These letter grades are driven by percentages. (see above). The grading protocol/weighted scale in Health is aligned with what has been approved by the DeKalb County School District and Board of Education.
*English Learners (ELs) must not receive numerical or letter grades for the core content areas in elementary and middle school during their first year of language development. A grade of CS or CU must be assigned. This rule may be extended beyond the first year with approval from the EL Studies Program. English Learners must receive a grade for ESOL courses.

~Elementary schools will utilize P (pass) and F (fail) in Health/Physical Education, Music, World Languages, Visual Arts and Performing Arts.
